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Instructions:

i.  The question paper has three sections with three questions each. The candidate
has to write answers to three essay questions, with one question compulsorily
from each section. Each question carries 50 marks.

i.  Enough space is available in the Answer Sheet for writing all answers. There is no
provision for additional Answer Sheets.

iii.  The candidate has to write all his/her answers in the medium/language chosen by
him/her only.
